to debate the EU’s
politico-strategic
agenda for the
coming year. Among the topics discussed were the
institutional implications of the Lisbon Treaty; EU
climate policy following the Copenhagen debacle;
Europe’s economic challenges; migration, social
cohesion and human rights; global governance
and the position of the EU. In contrast to the
scepticism of some of the workshop discussions,
President Barroso delivered what he termed a
“message of confidence” about the EU’s future
prospects, insisting that the EU would live up to its
commitments in cutting greenhouse gas emissions
and leading by example. The participating think
tanks were: Centre for European Policy Studies
(CEPS), Bertelsmann Stiftung, Bruegel, Egmont
Institute, the European Policy Centre (EPCQ),
Friends of Europe-Les Amis de I'Europe, Institut
francais des relations internationales (Ifri),
Madariaga-College of Europe Foundation and
the Stiftung Wissenschaft und Politik (SWP).
