▪ Need a transnational jurisdiction

▪ Need global coordination and 
compatibility

▪ Distributed responsibility

▪ Private sector leadership in 
expertise and operations

The differences

▪ No centralized point for governance

▪ Less need for uniformity/ 
coordination

▪ Private sector can’t jail people and 
can’t (or shouldn’t) do law 
enforcement
